                                                    Blists Hill Museum Visit 

 
Classes 1, 2 & 3 will be visiting Blists Hill as part of their new topic work on “Fairytales”.  Visits 
have been booked as below:

During their visit day, children will experience a special story-based tour of Blists Hill Victorian 
Town.  They will help deliver letters to the fairy-tale characters who live there.  Children will visit 
Goldilocks in her house, hunt for Jack’s golden eggs and visit the bakery where the 
Gingerbread man is baked!  They will also take part in a candle dipping activity and a visit to the 
Laundry. 
  
There is a voluntary charge of £6.65 per child to cover entry to the museum.  School will be 
funding the cost of the workshop.  Under the Education Reform Act 1988, we can only raise the 
cost of this visit by voluntary contribution.  There is no obligation to contribute and children will 
not be treated differently according to whether any contribution has been made.  However, the 
visit can only go ahead if the level of support is sufficient. 
 
Please can payments be made via ParentPay as soon as possible. 
 
Weather permitting, some of the children may be walking to/from the museum.  We will have the 
use of our school minibus.  Children need to wear their usual school uniform and will also 
require a warm, waterproof coat and appropriate footwear please.   
 
All children will need a packed lunch on their visit day.  Please let us know if you would like a 
packed lunch to be ordered from the school kitchen or if you would prefer to send one in from 
home.  (Children eligible for free school meals will not have to pay, all other packed lunches 
ordered will cost £2.90).  School packed lunches include a choice of sandwich, a pot of salad, a 
piece of fruit, cheese & crackers, a pudding  (e.g. a biscuit/cake) and a bottle of water.
